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	Theater students direct series of one-act plays    4/29/08

The Alfred University Theater Department will present its biannual student-directed, one-act play series as a culmination of the advanced course in directing. The presentation of these works will be by five theater majors —three graduating seniors and two, second-semester juniors — Wednesday through Friday, April 30, May 1 and 2, in the Miller Performing Arts Center’s C.D. Smith III Theatre. This event is free of charge and open to the public.

“Lone Star,” written by James McLure and directed by Nate Smith, a senior from Los Angeles, is a hilarious comedy about two brothers set in the cluttered backyard of a small town Texas bar. Roy tells his brother Ray about his military exploits in Vietnam, but through the exchange Roy’s world begins to collapse as he learns about all that has happened while he was gone.

“Ringleader,” written and directed by Matt Mingle, a senior English and theater major from Turbotville, PA, was inspired by an Alfred alumnus who spent six months touring the country in a traveling circus. The play takes place in a small Southern train station where two strangers find that telling the truth is harder than either of them thought.

“A Bench at the Edge” was written by Luigi Jannuzzi and is directed by Phil Dickerson, a junior from Towand, PA. Jannuzzi, born in 1952 in New Jersey, came from a strong Italian family. While his grandmother laid in a coma for five years, Jannuzzi was inspired by the idea that she may be accompanied by others who also are staring death in the face. This piece is about a man who has lived at the edge of his life for 25 years. He shares his experiences, reflections on life, and discusses people who make life or death decisions everyday with another man who is contemplating suicide when he finds out his wife is cheating on him.

“The Observatory,” written by Greg Germann and directed by David Torrey, a junior from East Windsor, CT, deals with reality, beliefs and two people who are at opposite ends of the spectrum. Is reality what we see before us or is it what we make it? Are beliefs important or are they just there to cover up the truth and make us feel better?
