Play Descriptions 



The American Dream by Edward Albee; directed by Jill Perry, UCFV (60 minutes) 
A play that will make you think about society’s past, present, and future. Watch the clash of generations in this crazy comedy. Love is empty; Materialism is life. Genre: Absurdist Comedy. 


1. Authorial Intent by Itamar Moses; directed by Katie Everson, UCFV (combined total 55 minutes) 
“There’s a post post-modern?” observe Character A and Character B dissect their relationship, their objectives, and their performance itself in a silly, endless introspective loop. Basically: “there’s a post post post-modern.”
2. The Barbarians Are Coming by Luigi Jannuzzi; directed by Megan Brooking, UCFV 
The Barbarians are on their way to the castle, but Lord Godfree and Lord Sidney have more important matters to deal with — tea. Come see this short farce to find out if poor messenger serf 12 will come out alive! 


Box and Cox by John M. Morton; directed by Dustin Boydell, UCFV (40 minutes) 
A comedy of manners in which two men, Mr. Box and Mr. Cox, rent the same lodgings from Mrs. Bouncer. The catch is, one works at night and one works at day, so they’ve never met. Watch what happens when they do. 


1. Destinations by Robert Scott Sullivan; directed by Bryan Cutler, UCFV (combined total 45 minutes) 
A play that deals with relationships and honesty. As two couples part ways for a weekend, they all end up finding something to occupy themselves with. Warning: some swearing
2. The Harlequin Maneuver by Don Nguyen; directed by Bryan Cutler, UCFV 
An outrageous comedy about two Harlequin Romance Novel characters as they are intercepted by a man who desperately needs their help. Warning: some swearing 


Family Secrets a compilation of short plays and monologues; directed by Teresa Penner, UCFV (40 minutes) 
An uptight stage manager, a mother saying goodbye to her daughter, a Prince who has lost his Princess, and 3 people whose lives are somehow interconnected. What can all this mean? Come and watch this good-hearted, tearful, funny, and heart-wrenching variety show! 


For a Moment by Steffi Munshaw; directed by David Quast, Douglas College (40 minutes) 
A man wakes up in a strange forest and must come to terms with where he is, and most importantly, who he is. 


1. Incognito by Janet Allard; presented by Capilano College (combined total 60 minutes) 
Two friends finally really see each other after a late night and bottle of super nova
2. Necropolis by Don Nigro; presented by Capilano College 
Sex, politics, and an unlikely mercenary... In a city surrounded by death, life is till a topic for debate. 


A Gaggle of Saints by Neil Labute; directed by Daniel Tibolt, UCFV (40 minutes) 
John and Sue are the perfect couple on the perfect weekend in the most perfect city. A play about what perfect looks like. Warning: brief offensive language 


1. A Glass Darkly by Reid Gilbert; directed by Brianne Adams, UCFV (combined total 60 minutes) 
A story about a lost woman who enters an obscure room asking for directions. She is approached by two singing and dancing characters who help her find more than just directions. Warning: 14 years of age or older; singing and dancing
2. The Telephone by Gian-Carlo Menotti; directed by Leora Hachey, UCFV 
Ah, the classic love triangle — a man, a woman... her cellphone. Will Ben overcome the mesmerizing power of Lucy’s phone long enough to propose? 


Life History of the African Elephant by Clem Martini; directed by Billy Derksen, UCFV (55 minutes) 
Glen is a Zookeeper with a bad childhood who has formed a close fascination with the elephants in the enclosure. When a young woman, Florence, demolishes Glen’s backyard she arrives at his place of employment to form some restitution. Though communication is initially awkward between Glen and Florence, they become more comfortable with each other when she returns with a picnic and her prison inmate brother. 


1. Little Red Tales adapted and directed by Tim Pierotti, UCFV (combined total 60 minutes) 
A compilation of various historical versions of the classical fairy-tale, including Perrault and the Brothers Grimm. Experience how a story can alter over centuries of telling. Warning: some sexual behaviour, cartoonish violence
2. The Sure Thing by David Ives; directed by Kelsey Brown, Malaspina University College
Bill and Betty have an awkward encounter at a café, but it is continually reset to the ringing of a bell until, finally, they have a connection. 
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
